RE: PROPOSED VISIT TO MARTIN MERE, BURSCOUGH — March 2024

In conjunction with our history studies in the spring term, it is proposed that
classes 3VK and 3NH will be visiting Martin Mere. Class 3VK on Tuesday 19%
March and class 3NH on Wednesday 20" March 2024. We will leave school at
9.10am and return by 3.30pm, travelling with Redline Travel, Penwortham.

The educational purpose and proposed activities of this visit are as follows:

a) Experience a living history day linked to both our Year 3 history topics.

b) Bring learning to life by hands on experience of what life was like in the Stone
